Please continue to 
pray that they would be processed quickly and the various areas of Canadian bureaucracy will 
process the necessary updates quickly.  I still do not anticipate problems, but it is taking longer 
than expected.     
 Both Eliza and Elijah are back in school.  I know that they would both appreciate your 
prayers as they go through this semester and year.  Eliza is faced with a number of decisions as 
she is graduating from Heartland Baptist Bible College in May 2026.  We plan on coming back to 
the states for about three weeks in May for her graduation. If you would like for us to report back 
during this time, please contact me as soon as possible.  Elijah is a Sophomore at Faithway 
Baptist College in Ajax, Ontario.   
 We continue to press forward in the ministry here.  We have not seen the growth that we 
desire, but have continued to be faithful in reaching out to the community.  Please continue in 
prayer for Calvary Baptist Church and that we would see some growth as the year progresses.
